How To Help My Child Be A Successful Third Grader 
1. Spelling- Practice Spelling words every evening. (Your child will write a list of the Spelling words in his/her agenda book every Monday.) The Spelling words are also updated on my website weekly. We will test every Friday.
2. Reading- Study Vocabulary words and read the selected story several times a week. I staple a copy of the Vocabulary Words with the title of our story in the agenda book every week. Practice using the vocabulary words in a sentence.  Ask your child questions about the story to ensure comprehension. (Make it a bonding time! (For example, you read a page then your child reads a page).
3. Math: Check over your child’s Math Homework when assigned and discuss any errors. Study basic Math facts.  For example, 3-4 digit addition and subtraction (with regrouping), rounding, counting money, fractions, measuring, multiplication, etc). Math can be mastered by using it in day to day activities.  For example, when you are at the store with your child, have them round the prices as they place them in the cart or figure out which item is the best price for the amount.  Let them pay the cashier and try to figure out the change.  Bake together and allow your child to measure out the ingredients. The next time you order a pizza ask them, “What is the fraction of eaten slices?”
4. Read, read, read. Students frequently miss questions because they are not reading them correctly. Practice reading our selected story weekly, have him/her read their library book for fifteen minutes each evening, or take a trip to the local library and check out books together!
5. Remember, we want your child to succeed just as much as you do. We are in this together!
